Complementary Activities







Comorin International School boarding facility consists of two blocks, one for girls 

and one for boys. The students are put up in comfortable, large, airy dorms with a 

choice of 2 beds, 4 beds or 6 in a room . The experienced Dorm Parents create a 

home like atmosphere for the students in their dorm, helping them to adjust, 

counselling  them  and  supervising  their  work. 

The students in the Dorm follow the same programme as the Day Scholars during 

school hours. After school they will return to their dorms to rest and have tea. Dinner 

will be served at 7.30pm and after dinner those with homework will work at the desks 

near their beds under supervision. Younger students will prepare for bed by 9.00pm. 

Lights  out  for  all  students  is  10.30pm.

Transfer certificate will have to be provided 

by students coming from schools and states 

other  than  Tamil Nadu. 

Admissions to CIS for Grade 3 and above will 

be based on a written test in English, Math 

and  Science  followed  by  an  interview.

Parents 

interested in enrolling their children at CIS  

must first complete and submit the 

Application for Admission form available 

from the office or via the web site.
